This project will again help you explore some basic interesting aspects of China. 

 There are three elements to this project. First, you will be assigned to a group to investigate one of these topics. Once in your assigned group, you will then decide on one of the following topics that you will investigate as an individual. 

Topics are:

1. After you have chosen your topic, you will then research and write a typed 5 paragraph paper for 4th grade and a 7 paragraph paper for 5th grade (12/14 size, 1-1/2 or double spaced, Arial or New Roman font) on your chosen topic. You will work on this research piece as an individual and be graded as an individual. No one in the group should be covering the same topic.


 2. On the assigned date to have this research completed, you will then get back into your larger group and share what you have become an expert on. 


3. The last piece to the project is one that you will design for yourself. It should be some sort of Art project that you do and design yourself that would be representational of the topic you have chosen. It can be a drawing, painting, clay model, or any other medium. For example if you are doing Chinese Opera, you might actually design an opera mask.

Wednesday Jan. 18- Art idea due.
Wednesday Feb. 1- research completed. Meet in group to teach the others about your topic.

Thursday Feb. 2- Written paper and art piece due. Be ready to show your art piece and 
explain it during the class.
