China Project 6-8

China Theme


This project will help you explore some basic aspects of China. 

How do I start? Good question. There are three elements to this project. First, you will be assigned to a group to investigate one of these topics. Once in your assigned group, you will then decide on one of the following topics that you will investigate as an individual. 

Topics are:


History/Achievements




People/Lifestyles/Family life

Arts







Government/Politics


Economy (trade, agriculture, transportation)



1. After you have chosen your topic, you will then research and write a typed one to two page paper (12/14 size, 1-1/2 or double spaced, Arial or New Roman font) on your chosen topic. You will work on this research piece as an individual and be graded as an individual. No one in the group should be covering the same topic.


The paper needs to include a bibliography and use at least one book , one encyclopedia and one internet source. (50%)


2. On the assigned date to have this research completed, you will then get back into your larger group and share what you have become an expert on. The group will begin to prepare for a group oral presentation. This group presentation will be between 

3:00 (minimum) - 7:00 (maximum). Everyone should speak fairly equal time on your expertise of what you have learned. (20%)


3. The last piece to the project is one that you will design for yourself. It should be some sort of Art project that you do and design yourself that would be representational of the country you are studying. It can be a topographical map, clothing, instrument, poster, mask, drawing, cardboard house or whatever you want to do. Be creative in this aspect. It does not have to have anything to do with your individual topic, just the country you are focused on. (30%)


You will be presenting your “art work” after the timed group presentation.

Due dates:

Thursday Dec. 1- your groups topics- written to me.

Tuesday Dec. 6- your individual art project idea- written to me.

Monday Dec. 12- research completed. Meet in group to share info & get presentation 
ready.

Thursday Dec. 15- Oral presentations, written paper & art projects due.
