North/South Slavery Views Exploration

Grade 5

A Nation Torn Apart Theme


We are going to explore the different views on slavery from both the North and South’s point of view. You will write a short paper as well as create your own political cartoon. 

Paper- You will first find out about each regions feeling about slavery through books, encyclopedias or the internet (make sure you type in “for kids”). I would suggest using a note card for every side/topic to gather information.  


After you collect your information you will then write a paper using the following structure:
Paragraph 1- A topic paragraph which tells your reader what they will be reading about. 
This paragraph should not have any detailed or historical information. It should just 
introduce the main idea of your 
paper.
Paragraph 2- This is what is called the body of a paper. It should give 
information about the 
North’s view on slavery. It should include some factual and historic information that 
you found. It should also have specific details that you discovered. 

Paragraph 3- This is what is called the body of a paper. It should give 
information about the 
South’s view on slavery. It should include some factual and historic information that 
you found. It should also have specific details that you discovered. 

Paragraph 4- A concluding paragraph should summarize your paper in a new way. 
You will find a new way to restate your topic paragraph. You should not repeat the 
exact same information but you should demonstrate you understood your material.

The paper must be typed. Please do the following: 12/14 size, 1-1/2 or double spaced, Arial or Times New Roman font. 

Political Cartoons- I want you to create a political cartoon on an 8&1/2” x 11” unlined sheet of paper for each side (North/South). A political cartoon is defined as a cartoon which makes fun of or makes a point about a political situation. It generally uses exaggerated figures. It should be your own artwork. Be neat with no erase marks and straight lines.
